ESSIAC

Essiac is an herbal cancer remedy developed by Canadian nurse Rene Caisse (1888-1978). It has reportedly healed thousands of cancer patients, including many who were pronounced “hopeless” or “terminal” by orthodox doctors.  The herbal tea formula was given to Caisse in 1922 by a hospital patient whose breast cancer had been healed by an Ontario Native Indian.  Caisse modified the Indian formula, named it Essiac (her name spelled backwards), and used it to treat cancer patients until the late 1970’s.

Dr. Charles Brusch of the prestigious Brusch Medical Center – former physician to many members of Massachussetts elite, including the late President John F. Kennedy – declared in 1959 that “Essiac has merit in the treatment of cancer”

One of the principal herbs in Essiac is burdock.  Significantly, two Hungarian scientists in 1966 reported “considerable anti-tumor activity” in a purified fraction of burdock.  In 1984 Japanese scientists at Nagoya University discovered in burdock a new type of desmutagen, a substance uniquely capable of reducing cell mutation either in the absence or in the pressence of metabolic activation.  So important is this new property that Japanese researchers named it “the B-factor,” for burdock-factor.

Another herb in Essiac, turkey rhubarb (or Indian rhubarb), was demonstrated to produce anti-tumor activity in the sarcoma-37 animal test system.  One of Rene Caisse’s first cases was a woman who had cancer of the bowel, complicated, she stopped taking insulin.  After regular Essiac injections (the herbal medicine was given in injectable or oral form), her tumor vanished.  Strangely enough, her diabetes disappeared as the injections were continued.  Dr. Frederick Banting, discoverer of insulin, reviewed this case first hand in 1926 and concluded that Essiac must have stimulated the pancreatic gland into normal functioning, clearing up the diabetic condition.  Eight doctors petitioned the Canadian government in 1926 to let Caisse test her cancer remedy on a large scale.  The doctors concluded that Essiac reduced tumor size, prolonged life, and showed “remarkable beneficial results” even in cases where “everything else has been tried without effect.”

Rene Caisse’s 72-year old mother was diagnosed as having inoperable liver cancer.  Rene gave her mother daily injections of Essiac for months.  Mrs. Caisse fully recovered; she died at 90 of heart disease.

Caisse’s hometown of Bracebridge, ON, Canada, provided her with a hotel building for use as a cancer clinic.  In 1937 Emma Carson, M.D. of Los Angeles wrote a five-page report on Bracebridge clinic where she spent 24 days examining 400 patients.  Dr. Carson wrote: “the vast majority of Miss Caisse’s patients were brought to her after surgery, radium, X-rays, emplastrums, etc. had failed and the patients were pronounced incurable or hopeless cases.  (the progress obtainable and the actual results from Essiac treatments, and the rapidity of repair were absolutely marvellous, and must be seen to be believed.)

Supporters of the Bracebridge nurse in 1938 presented a bill to the Ontario parliament which would allow Caisse to treat cancer patients with Essiac, free from the constant threat of arrest.  Over 55,000 people – including patients, their families, and many doctors – signed a petition supporting the bill.  It failed to pass by three votes.

Public hearings opened in 1939 before a government-appointed Cancer Commission.  Hundreds of Caisse’s patients showed up to testify.  One of them, Annie Bonar, who had had cancer of the uterus and bowels, testified that the cancer had spread after radium treatments, until her arm had swelled to double its size and turned black.  After four months of Essiac treatment, her arm returned to normal and she gained 60 pounds.  Her testimony was typical.  Under government pressure, Caisse shut down the Bracebridge clinic in 1942, but continued to treat some patients privately in her home.  Resperin Corp. undertook nationwide testing of Essiac with 350 physicians beginning in 1979, and found “extremely encouraging evidence” that Essiac manifests significant tumor regression in humans.

MANY BELIEVE ESSAC HAS HELPED THEM. The Caisse Original Formula
You Will Need In Natural Organic Form (Amount Below is ½ the contents of a ¼ Essiac Recipe Batch worth @$25.00 as of Nov./05:

½ Cup of Sheep Sorrel

¾ Cup of Burdock Root

½ Cup of Slippery Elm

1 Table Spoon of Turkey Rhubarb
Complete Instructions:

1.   Mix ½ of the individually packaged herbs that you have from your ¼ Batch bag worth @$25.00, together by shaking them in a bag or bowl with a lid.  Ensure the herbs are mixed in even dispersion of the herbs.

2.  Bring to a boil 2 litres or 12 cups of purified/distilled or spring water.

3.  Add the contents (1/2 of a ¼ bag Essiac contents – As above) of the mixed herbs to the boiling water.

4.  Rolling boil the herbs for 10 minutes.

5.  Shut off your stove.

6.  Let the herbs steep for 6 hours at room temperature.

7.  After the 6 hour steeping process, strain the herbs out of the liquid so that you are left with a clear tea.

8.  Bring to a boil for 10 seconds.  Do not rolling boil.

9.  Let tea cool, then bottle in sterilized brown or dark colour bottles.  Don’t use plastic containers. Use only glass or jars.  The Essiac tea will be very thick like a syrup.
10.  Keep refridgerated.  Makes about 2 litres per batch.

11. Take 1 oz of the thick ESSIAC tea mixed with 2oz of boiled water (like a tea) on an empty stomach morning, noon, before dinner and night before bed (4 times daily).  Take @ ½ hour before eating your meal.   It’s OK if the finished product is thick like a syrup.  Just make sure it is stirred until dissolved like a tea when ready to drink.  Sometimes after the cooking process you can add more water to the herbs to get all the juice or syrup from the herbs so none is wasted.

For severity of cancer, take 1 oz of the tea with 2 oz of boiled water for more advanced cancers 4 –6 times daily and 1 oz with 3 oz of warm/boiled water 7-14 times per week for regular cleansing.  Once cancer has vanished, it doesn’t hurt to take once in a while as a cleansing of blood as a prevention.
